
Greek Gladiator Run:
26th Annual CrazyLegs Classic

8K run / 2 Mile Walk

When: Saturday, April 28, 2007, start time of 10:00 AM
Where: Starting line at Capitol Square, Finish line at the 50 yard line of Camp Randall “Coliseum”

Why CrazyLegs and Greek Week?
CrazyLegs is one of the most popular street races in Wisconsin.  Thousands of runners show up each year 
to participate.  Registered runners and walkers get a t-shirt and a time chip for their shoes.  In addition, for 
only the 2nd year, the first mile of the race will be right down Langdon Street!   It is also a great 
opportunity to get last-second Greek Week points!

Rules:  Register individually online at www.crazylegsclassic.com.  Register by April 20: $25 for 
runners, $20 for walkers.  Late registration ONLY on Friday, April 27 from Noon-8pm at Nicholas 
Johnson Pavilion (next to Kohl Center), $35 for runners, $25 for walkers.  

Greek Week Chairs:  To receive points, you MUST email a list of first and last names of ALL registered 
participants from your Greek Week team by 5 pm on Friday, April 27th to Brian at 
bpfishbach@wisc.edu.  After the race, awards (and Greek Week Points) will be given to the top 5 
individual Greek male and Greek female finishers.  Points will also be awarded based on team score and 
on participation percentage.

Cheer on the Runners!
There will be THOUSANDS of people running down Langdon Street at 10:01am!  Be sure to be outside 
cheering on all the runners, pass out cups of water, and blasting your favorite (family-friendly) running 
songs! (Rocky theme, Chariots of Fire theme, “Livin’ on a Prayer”, etc. etc.)

Points:
10 points to each pairing for each top 5 Greek finisher (male and female)
3 points for every 1% of your team that participates (15 points max)
