 Strolling or ‘party walking’ is a tradition used to demonstrate in one’s respective organization.  
It consists of choreographed movements, dance steps, and sign throwing that organizations 
perform in a straight line while progressing throughout the dance floor.  

 Saluting is a way that many Greek Lettered organizations celebrate their group or a particular 
individual or accomplishment.  It can be similar to military style saluting, or can involve 
singing and dancing as well.
